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Reasons

Proper structure in most cases gives better content.

Adding enough symmetry make style writing easier.

Structure can be used to avoid inline style directives.

Reuse and grouping of content helps maintainance.

A good looking source results in less errors.



Candidates for structure

Normally fonts should relate to structure, but not all designers thing
that way.

The same is true for colors.

If sectioning does not relate to structure, something is wrong.

Lists, definitions, register entries, tables, graphics: using clones can
help structuring.

Hyperlinks, references, and alike can sometimes be made abstract.



Exceptions

Sometimes rendering depends on content, for instance packed itemiza-
tions.

Depending on space and content, float sizing and placement has to be
implicit.

Examples of whatever is discussed might be hard to fit into struc-
ture.



Education

Educational documents are probably the most demanding, so don't de-
spair.

Consider xml when different kinds of output is needed.

Using blocks might help making variants later.

Keep in mind that styledesigns can be extreme (but also trivial).
